The Canossian Spirituality Center is an ideal place to retreat, in the slow and tranquil ambiance of the South Valley, where "mañana is good enough for me!"  Well off the beaten path, it is not far from the ABQ International Airport and off I-25.  Maps for attendees will be forthcoming.

Elevation in the Valley is approximately 5,000 feet above sea level. There are no stairs to factor; a wheelchair is available, if and as desired.  Special dietary needs can be accommodated.
